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Fort-on-Shore

In May, 1778, General George Rogers Clark arrived at Corn Island in the
Ohio River at the beginning of the rapids known as the Falls of the Ohio.
He was commander of the lllinois Regiment of Virginia, accompanied by
troops and settlers. Thus began the settlement which grew into Louisville.
While still in Kaskasia following his victories further west, Clark sent or-
ders that the settlers establish a base on the Kentucky shore. In the fall of
1778, under the leadership of Richard Chenoweth they did so, erecting the
first permanent settlement from which Louisville grew. The settlement

was called Forbn-Shore. It was located between Eleventh and Twelfth on
Rowan Street in todayds Louisville,
and virtually no residences. It was not until January, 1781, that the better
known Fort Nelson was begun several blocks farther east at Eighth and
Main. Some local troops remained at FontShore for about four years.

Over the ensuing years, Fam+-Shore disappeared entirely and was all but
forgotten. Under the leadership of Col. Reuben Durrett, the founder of the
Filson Club and a stout supporter of local history, and in connection with
the centenni al of Louisvilleésr foun
Shore was remembered. It was not until 1912, however, that a marker was

__ ., g erected on the site of that original settlement. This marker was placed by
Fort-on-Shore ca 1780 the Kentucky Society, SAR, and can be seen in photographs taken at the
time by Rogers Clark Ballard Thruston, for whom the Louisville

Thruston Chapter, SAR is named. At that time there was no separate Louisville chapter, but the state and local wer&tiae same.
marker was a fountain, offering drink to man and beast on two levels, and clearly recognizing the role of the SARtiarits erec
Some time after World War I, perhaps in connection with urban renewal, or perhaps merely through vandalism, this impressive
marker disappeared.

A few years ago, Mr. Gary Falk of the Louisville His-
torical League contacted SAR Headquarters about the
possibility of support for a new marker on this same
site. Joe Harris, Executive Director of SAR, contacted
William Schrader, then Secretary of the Kentucky So-
ciety SAR and Presidetsiilect of the Louisville Thrus-
ton Chapter. Among the three of them a strategy was
worked out to raise the $2300 needed for a historical
marker. At the request of Compatriot Schrader, The
Louisville Thruston Chapter pledged $250, the Ken-
tucky Society pledged $250, and the George Washing-
ton Endowment Fund of the National Society pledged
$800. Gary Fauk received a pledge of $1000 from
Councilman David Tandy, in whose district the site is ==
located. There have been frustrating months since then. =
dealing with the bureaucratic red tape involved in get-
ting approval from the Kentucky Historical Society,
operating under the aegis of the Kentucky Tourism,
Arts, and Heritage Cabinet, but approval has been
achieved. The text of the marker will recognize the
